This past week 
some of my colleagues in 
the ministry got to sharing 

snippets of their favorites. The following is a 
montage of some of them that I thought you might 
enjoy reading. Know, however, that these may be 
really deep thoughts – especially for a summer’s 
day. 
 
from Ephrem the Syrian: 
Just as from the small womb of Eve's ear 
Death entered in and was poured out, 
So through a new ear, that was Mary's, 
Life entered and was poured out. 
In the month of Nisan our Lord repaid 
the debts of that first Adam: 
He gave his sweat in Nisan in exchange for Adam's 
sweat, 
the Cross, in exchange for Adam's Tree. 
(Church 49.9; 51.8; quoted in Young, Biblical 
Exegesis and the Formation of Christian Culture, 
149) 
 
From St. Augustine, City of God, IV: 
Indeed without justice, what are kingdoms but great 
robberies? For what are robberies themselves, but 
little kingdoms? 
And:  
"Whoever, therefore, thinks that he understands the 
divine Scriptures or any part of them so that it does 
not build the double love of God and of our neighbor 
does not understand it at all." (Augustine, OCD I, 
XXXVI, 40)

F R O M  T H E  C O U N C I L  P R E S I D E N T  
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Dear members and friends of Christ the King, 

July was always a month for celebrations in my family.  From homemade ice cream and fireworks on 

Independence Day, to my grandmother’s birthday on the 7th, mine a week later, and my brother’s 

and uncle’s a week after that, we pretty much got together and celebrated every weekend for an en-

tire month! 

We have much to cheer at Christ the King as well this month.  The new (completely paid for) roof is 

on, the kitchen will soon be remodeled (also paid for), and I have very good budget news to report 

(for a change!).  As of June 30, CTK has taken in 47.57% of our budgeted income, and has spent 

only 45.30% of budgeted expenses, putting us at plus 2.27% for the first half of the year.  In dollars, 

that puts us at $6,950.48 more than we have spent.  This is certainly a nice position to be in, espe-

cially compared to last year, and it gives us a little bit of protection against unforeseen expenses that 

might come up.  My thanks go out to all in the congregation for pulling together to accomplish some 

amazing things this year.  Keep up the good work. 

It’s a great feeling to talk about money when things are going smoothly.  Let’s hope that the econ-

omy in general will improve in the coming months and years.  I pray, however, that we will remember 

the tough times when economic bounty comes to us again.  We all need to remember to invest care-

fully in the things that really matter:  our families, communities, churches, and schools.  We also 

must continue to think of those who are in need, even in prosperous economic times.  Christ’s teach-

ings will guide us and help us build strength for the future.
